FarmHouse Fraternity understands the impressive 109-year history, proud tradition, and outstanding reputation Alpha Tau
Zeta has on The Ohio State University campus. Because of that history, tradition, and reputation, we are honored to engage
i conversation with vour Fraternity, Alpha Tau Zeta, to consider the opportunity of embracing your organization into our
Brotherhood.

Ower 100 vears ago a group of men from a YMCA Bible Study decided they enjoyed each others® friendship and
encouragement so much they would organize a club, rent a house, and live together. Hence, FarmHouse was founded at the
University of Missouri-Columbia in 1905 as an agriculturally-based professional fraternity. Many years have passed since
our founding fathers outlined the basis of our organization. We still celebrate the same values and ideals today, even as we
commemorated our Centennial Founder's Day in 2005. FarmHouse has now grown into 28 chapters and 2 colonies
internationally and is beginning a more aggressive expansion campaign. Since 1964, our brotherhood has been open to any
male student who meets our standards, regardless of major, and our organization has evolved into a social fraternity in line
with the membership standards of the North-American Interfraternity Conference, While about 40-50 percent of our
members major in agriculture today, we would estimate that 95 percent or more are from farms, small towns andfer rural
hackgrounds. Our desire to uphold our motto “Builder of Men" by developing men spiritually, physically, socially-morally,
and intellectually has taken us to great heights over the last 100 years.

As you learn more about FarmHouse Fratemity, you will find many similarities between our organizations. Those range from
oy upjque histories of creating a tight-knit brotherhood among like-minded scholars in the field of agricuitire to our
commeon stance on alcohel-free housing to a strong commitment to academics to becoming leaders on campus and within the
community. It is not uncommon to see FarmHouse Chapters as the top scholastically performing chapters on their respective
campuses — in fact, FarmHouse's International GPA figured to be a 2.96 last fall, with several chapters approaching the 3.5
GPA mark on their campuses.

Even with all this resemblance, we are sure you are interested in knowing not only the values of our organization, but the
value as well. The following hopefully answers the formidable questions: “What will it cost?” and “What will I get for my
money?”

International Dues and Fees

With a history dating back to 1897, Alpha Tau Zeta is already a recognized IFC Fraternity and leader on campus. Therefore
